Student Drop -Off and Pick -up:  

AMS and the John Muir school share the same campus which makes for a great deal 

of congestion before and after school.  If possible, please try to use the school bus, car 

pool, walk, or ride bikes, skateboards or scooters to school (saves gas, helps the environment and 

provides exercise!).   

If driving, please try to use the parking area that is the closest to your childõs classroom.  The upper parking lot 

is best for 6th graders.  The AMS main parking lot is best for AMS 7th/8th graders and John Muir students.    

The old bus ramp on Walker Avenue is available for parent drop -off and pick -up as well.  

The bus ramp for all students is located behind the large gym and should not be used to pick -up students. The 

bus area is closed to other traffic when buses are present (7:45 -8:45am; 2:30-3:30pm).  After 3:30pm, parents   

may park in the bus area to attend events.  

Please use extreme caution during our periods of congestion.  With our shared campus we have   

students of varying ages arriving to and from school each day.  Our school start and end times are 

staggered in an effort to help alleviate some of the chaos.  See below for the times of each school:    

 John Muir:   8:15-2:45    AMS:    8:45-3:10 (Friday: 9:30 -3:10) 

DROPPING OFF STUDENTS SAFELY:  Do not drop students off...  

AT the bus ramp:  The bus ramp is to remain clear at all times.  Please do not use the bus ramp as a drop -off and/or  

pick -up area.   
 

At the cross -walks: This is not a drop -off zone.  Please pull into the parking lot to let your child out safely or drop 

them off at a less congested area of the street and have them walk to the cross walk.  

Another school year is about to begin and we would like to share some 

valuable information to get your year off to a good start!  

Student Lockers 
Students will be assigned a locker by their homeroom teacher 

to use throughout the school year.  Students should leave 

money and expensive or valuable items at home.  The school 

does not assume responsibility for student property in 

lockers or any other place on campus.  Students agree to 

accept the responsibility to maintain the confidentiality of the 

locker combination and to keep the locker in good order.

 AMS AUTO DIALER 

The AMS Attendance Office has an assistant... its 

called an AUTO DIALER. This system interfaces 

with PowerSchool and calls your home when your 

child has been marked absent from one or more 

classes during the school day. This system will 

makes it possible for us to make attendance calls in 

a more timely fashion and clear their absences with 

your return phone call or email.  

Another feature of the AUTO DIALER is the abil-

ity to send a mass notification of important news.   



AMS Office Hours:  8:00am to 4:00pm  

Messages & Deliveries:   Itõs very difficult to get messages or deliveries to students (not to mention a disruption of class 

time).  If your student has forgotten an item at home and needs you to deliver it to school, please advise them to pick up 

their deliveries from the office.  You may leave items at either the Attendance Office or Main Office, just communicate to 

your student where they should pick it up.  Messages are also very difficult to deliver in a timely fashion, so please work 

with your child to ensure good communication about appointments and after school plans and save celebrations for after 

school.  Another option is to leave a message on your childõs cell phone for them to check at the end of the day.  Students 

are also able to use the student phones available in the office or they may be permitted to use their teacherõs phone.  If 

there is a family emergency, please call the school office.   

Attendance Procedures:   Please call the Attendance Office (541 -482-1611, ext. 104) if your student will be late, leaving 

early or absent for the day.  Also, if your child is leaving campus during school hours or arriving late, they must sign -in 

or out at the Attendance Office.  

Visiting During the Day:  When visiting AMS, please check in at the Main office.  Visitors are required to have a     

visitorõs pass. 

PowerSchool:  PowerSchool allows you to review your childõs academic progress and attendance online.  By October 1st 

you will receive your password and instructions via mail on how to access your childõs grades.

AMS Orchestra News  
Welcome to all incoming 6 th  graders:  
 

For those 6th graders that are starting in orchestra this year, picking an instrument is very important.  You want to choose the 

instrument that really òsparksó you.  Below you will find a brief description of the stringed instruments in the orchestra: 

 Violin:  The smallest in the string instrument family, the violin has the highest notes and a sweet sound. The violin often 

 plays the melody.  

Viola:  The viola is the alto or middle voice in the orchestra.  It is a bit larger than the violin and lower in pitch.  Its rich 

 sound supports the orchestra and makes it sound great.  

Cello :  The cello is large enough that a person sits to play it.  The cello frequently plays the bass line due to its low voice bu t 

 it can take the melody and soar with it.  

Bass:   The foundation of the orchestra and many people would say the MOST important instrument in the orchestra. The 

 bass gives the orchestra its tonal center and strength.  It is the largest of the stringed instruments and is played standing  

 up or sitting on a stool.  The school will provide basses since they are not available at stores to rent.  

 

The benefits of playing an instrument (other than just plain FUN!) is shown by the latest BRAIN RESEARCH to enhance your life and 

learning in the following ways:

Dear Parents/Guardians,  

 As you think about preparing for back -to -school, we would like to invite you to come have lunch with us and 

meet BOB. Itõs hard to think when youõre hungry so our mission is to support the educational process of the students 

in our district by providing fresh, high -quality meals.  In order to achieve this goal  we are introducing the Bottomless 

Offering Bar (BOB ) to go with every lunch purchased. The menu will still incorporate made -from -scratch items several 

times a week beginning with the first menu of the year. At AMS we will also be provided with fresh veggies from the 

AMS/JMS garden as they are available seasonally.  

 This year we are required by federal mandate to raise the price of lunch by $0.10, so lunch will now cost $2.60.  

Breakfast prices will remain the same at $1.50. The òsecond lunchó policy established last year to help parents manage 

their students meal accounts will continue: if students are still hungry after eating all of their lunch, they will be      

directed to get seconds (and thirds if they like) from BOB. If they would still like to purchase a second meal they will 

need parental permission. This will need to be communicated by the parent to the Cafeteria Manager by filling out the 

form available from the cafeteria.  

 We are fortunate enough to live in an area with several local farms and we will be striving to introduce more of 

that local produce into our menus and our Bottomless Offering Bar  throughout the year. Feel free to call or email me 

with any questions, ideas, or concerns you might have.

2011 -12 Annual AHERA notification:  

Uncontrolled asbestos contamination in buildings can be a significant environmental and public health problem.  Both the publ ic and private 

sectors have been dealing with the asbestos issue for many years.  In 1986, Congress enacted the Asbestos Hazard Emergency Re sponse ACT 

(AHERA) primarily to require school districts to identify asbestos -containing materials (ACM) in their school buildings and take  appropriate 

actions to control the release of asbestos fibers.  In 1987, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) finalized a regul atory program 

which enforces the AHERA.  

 

In compliance with the AHERA regulations, we had our school facilities inspected by an EPA accredited building inspector. Dur ing the inspec-

tion, samples were taken of building materials suspected of containing asbestos. The results of the inspection and laboratory  analysis of the 

samples confirmed the presence of ACM in portions of the school facilities.  It is important to note that these materials are in a form and 

condition that does not pose an imminent health threat to students, faculty or employees.  

 

With confirmation of the presence of ACM, an Asbestos Management Plan was developed for our schools by an EPA accredited mana gement 

planner.  The Management Plan includes the inspection and physical assessment reports, the training program for our custodial  and mainte-

nance personnel, the plans and procedures to be followed to minimize disturbance of the asbestos -containing materials, and a pro gram for regu-

lar surveillance of the ACM.  Every three years, a re -inspection by an accredited inspector must be conducted on all friable and  non-friable 

known or assumed asbestos containing building materials (ACBM) to determine whether the condition of the ACBM has changed and  to make 

recommendations on managing or removing the ACBM. This re -inspection occurred most recently in January of 2009, with the next 3 year re -

inspection scheduled to occur in December of 2011.  

 
During the 2011-12 school year, periodic surveillance inspections will occur every 6 months to check the condition of the remaining asbestos and to determine if any 

action is needed.  During the 2010-11 school year, Asbestos-containing building materials (ACBM) were removed from Briscoe Elementary: boiler room pipe insula-

tion (TSI); Helman Elementary: boiler room, kitchen and stage area pipe insulation (TSI); Lincoln Elementary: main office ceiling repair; Walker Elementary: small 
amounts of floor tiles in hallways and classrooms; Ashland Middle School: boiler room and gym pipe insulation (TSI), small amounts of floor tiles in hallways and 

classrooms; Ashland High School English Building: floor tile and white duct tape; Science Building: pipe replacement; Humanities Building: ceiling tile and pipe 

insulation (TSI); small amounts of transite in boys and girls bathrooms on the second and third floors in the south end of the building.   Ashland School District does 
not have any scheduled asbestos abatement projects for the period of September 1, 2011 - August 31, 2012.  However, there may be asbestos related activity that will 

occur in the course of maintaining the buildings.
